The PEB, together with the help of other Sections, will make every effort to establish improved communication towards becoming a thriving Section once again.  The proposal to extend suspension for one more year was agreed unanimously.

The international levy received by the Treasury was for 375,858 members, although 402,578 were reported at the end of last December on the IIC Progress Report Forms.  The PEB has decided to take the numbers from the International Treasury as the official statistical figure.  

· Two remitted motions to the IIC from the Paris IEC 2010

     1) Section Hungary - the PEB should develop a uniform regulation for producing a membership card for a Circle of Friends (supporters).  

 
The Hungarian delegate requested a differential be made between ‘Circle of Friends’ cards and the examples which were shown on screen by the ISG of fraudulent cards.   Michael Odysseos commented that it was difficult for all police officers to differentiate between what is forged and what is not.  The Hungarian delegate agreed that their 2010 motion would need further examination by the PEB.

International Professional Commission:

· Drug Driving Questionnaire

This project has been extended in order to receive more replies (sent to Sections in January 2011and available from the IAC).  After analysis, the results will be announced in Israel 2012. 

· Database Project: 

The IPC considered there had been a misunderstanding as only 9 Sections responded.  The project will be reviewed by the Commission.  
· Arthur Troop Scholarship

This was a big part of the work of the IPC.  It is clearly an excellent opportunity for 10 young police officers to be awarded up to CHF 3,000.-. to attend an international seminar.   32 applications were received in 2011 and already19 applications had been received for 2012.  (The deadline date of 30 September has now passed for 2012 applicants).  2013 Application Forms will be available in the next newsletter, once the translations of the newly adopted amendments to the Procedure have been finalised.  

· 1st International Young Police Officers’ Seminar in the Netherlands

Kees Sal (IPC Member) reported this seminar was an overwhelming success, not only for the 38 financed by the International Treasury but also with the attendance by some financed by their Sections or themselves.  All had shared a good learning experience in the spirit of friendship.  He called upon the IEC to support the motion of Australia to hold the 2nd such seminar in 2013.  The International President presented a Certificate of Merit to Section Netherlands in respect of the seminar.

International Social Commission:  
Chairman Gal Sharon

Gal explained the main task of the ISC is to improve communication between everyone.   She asked all Sections to appoint ISC liaison offers, which would also quicken up procedure in emergencies.   

· Emergency Aid

The Commission tries to assist all Sections adversely affected by Mother Nature.  It was a great year of friendship, Sections donated more than 72,000 $ for emergency aid in 2010 and more than 195,000 $ within their own Sections.  Tragedy had provided the opportunity to show the true IPA spirit.  Expressions of thanks were expressed for IPA financial support and solidarity by Sections Japan, Cyprus, Israel, New Zealand and Australia.

With the proposed (later accepted) amendments to the Procedure for Emergency Aid, a more speedy response could take place in the event of further catastrophes, with payments being made directly into the bank account of the affected Section.  The IT said he was still agreeable to accept money via the International Treasury account for accountability, if preferred. 

· IPA Houses

The expansion of the number of IPA Houses was encouraged and Gal thanked the House Managers for their work.  The Commission hoped to develop other accommodation, hosting availability and travel opportunities for members. 

· IPA Sports Trophy

It was encouraging to hear Sport Events were increasing in many Sections.  The International President awarded the President of the Israel Section the IPA Sports Trophy 2010 for organising so many events.  Congratulations on their achievement. 

· World Police and Fire Games 
Gal explained that communication regarding the UK initiative for sponsorship for the New York WPFG 2011 had failed, mainly because they expected a higher figure for sponsorship and IPA exposure would not be sufficient.  However, Delegates voted unanimously to move the budget to 2013 and concentrate all efforts on the Games being held in UK Belfast.   

IPA Financial Situation

Pierre Martin Moulin, International Treasurer, reported that in 2010 there was a loss of CHF 9,422.221.  He assured everyone this was nothing to worry about.  

Elements which led to the loss were: 

· The decision of the PEB to send immediate aid following 3 disasters, CHF10,000 to each.

· The income from the levy was less than expected – not such a high increase in membership figures as anticipated.  

· Very low bank interest rates in 2010.

IPA is in excellent economic health as the Liquid Assets are in good order.  The Capital showed growth, being well over CHF 1,000,000.00.  Despite the drop in the anticipated levy, our assets had increased above the level of our expenditure.  Pierre gave a ‘No worries guarantee’.  Furthermore, the International Treasury announced there would be no increase in international levy in 2012.  CHF 2.00 per member continues.  

Pierre said he was proud to serve the interests of an Association such as ours and expressed thanks to Romain and all PEB colleagues, plus the Sections who play the game.    
IBZ Gimborn

Peter Newels, Chairman of the Board, thanked the PEB for standing behind them. 

· More intense advertising had resulted since Certification.  

· The numbers of participants had increased – they were becoming more international. 

· Feedback had been positive that the accommodation, food and seminars were all improved although an increased cost for stay and food was inevitable. 

· Some building work and outside lighting had been achieved.

· In 2012 it was anticipated the leisure facilities building project (conversion of the stable block) would proceed

Peter encouraged individual members and Sections to become members of Gimborn.  He felt IBZ offers an incentive to join IPA.  His team invited everyone to visit and convey to others its attraction.   Peter introduced the new Director of Gimborn:  

Mrs Gabriele Bischoff thanked everyone for the warm welcome she had received.  She was glad of the opportunity to attend and present herself at this wonderful association’s conference.   Gabriele did not belong to the police and her experience had been in the social and education sphere.    She believed Human Rights and communication across countries and borders to be very important and looked forward to learning a great deal and the challenge of her new position.  She welcomed feedback and suggestions from Sections which she would take seriously, even though they might not be implemented immediately.  

Paying tribute to Klaus Nieder, Gabriele had gained the impression that he was very committed during his 30 years work as her predecessor.  He left behind a fantastic place to establish networks between friends and learning in a warm welcoming and wonderful atmosphere.   He merited our heartfelt thanks.     

Many expressions of appreciation were expressed by Delegates for the work done by Klaus and support for Mrs Bischoff was forthcoming.  

Klaus has taken up a position at “Gesellschaft der Europäischen Akademien e.V.” (Society of European Academies) in Bonn (not “European Academy” as stated in the July Newsletter).

Workshop -   What is the most effective way to use new technology to promote IPA?
The workshop organised by Julianna Papné Végsó and Daniel Condaminas,   consisted of 8 Groups. This was met with enthusiasm and a full report will be contained in next month’s newsletter.  

PEB Motion:   amendment to paragraph 1) of the Award Procedure for the IPA World Police Prize
The motion was carried to widen the criteria for this award as follows:  

1.
The IPA World Police Prize may be awarded to any individual or organisation for exceptional services rendered to the police service; to the IPA; or for the benefit of society on matters of human rights or the preservation of World Peace.  

Section Turkey Motion – Election of International Commission Members
This motion was not discussed as a change to the International Statutes would be necessary.  

Delegates expressed disappointment that the PEB had not liaised with Turkey already, explaining that the motion could not be discussed at this conference.  It had been sent to the ISG 90 days before, as advised the previous year.   

Turkey agreed to propose a change to the IS Art 14.2 and the Directive for International Commissions, sending this 6 months before the 2012 WC.

Section Australia Motion – 2nd Young Police Officer Seminar – April 2013

This motion to continue Seminars for YPO’s every two years – with sponsorship of €350.-. per Section - was met with enthusiastic unanimous approval.  

Section Malta Motion- to introduce an international membership recognition award for 20, 40 and 50 years 

Recognition of long term membership by the award of an internationally recognised pin and certificate was not approved by Delegates, as it was thought that these awards should be made internally by Sections.   

However, independent of Malta’s motion, a suggestion from Spain to award a Certificate to Sections that have been in existence for 50 years was well supported and remitted to the PEB for consideration.  The PEB, at its meeting following the IEC, agreed that these awards would be made annually at IEC/WC conferences.

2012:  XX World Congress – Israel, 4th / 9th September with a Friendship Week to follow 9th / 15th September

Registration forms and programmes for the World Congress and Friendship Week are now available in the English language.  See Appendix ‘’.  Booking early will alleviate any problems. 

· WC prices are €650.-. per person for double and €800.-. for single room. 

· Friendship Week prices €750.-. per person for double and €930.-. for single. 

Arrangements have also been made with Herods Hotel in Eilat and also Tel Aviv in the event that participants wish to stay extra nights for €85 p.p. in a double room and €135 for a single room.  

The Israel Section members will assist every step of the way with checkpoints at Ben Gurion Airport: at Passport control; the entrance to Terminal 3 and then directing you to buses to Terminal 1, for your onward flight to Eilat where you will be met at that airport. The historic town of Potsdam would be the venue, (nearest airport is Berlin).   A Friendship Week will follow with tours to include Dresden, Weimar, Erfurt and a cruise from a wine town on the Rhine to Cologne and Essen; finally to Hannover before returning to Potsdam.

Voting gave unanimous approval to the World Congress being held in Cyprus.  A Friendship week will follow.  It is anticipated full details will be on the Cyprus website once the International Treasurer has visited to inspect and approve the facilities.
