There would be three cash awards as well as merit awards.  The cash awards will be split as 400 CHF, 300 CHF and 200 CHF.

The competition:

Each section that wants to enter the competition requires sending a film which will show:

1. IPA activity in the Section.

2. The national police.

3. The country, landscapes.

4. The people.

The films will be on a digital media: DVD, AVI, or any other digital media.

The film can be also on mini DV castes.
